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Fiqh of Marriage:  Class Fifty-Six
الحمد لله و الصلاة و السلام على رسول الله و بعد:

These notes are based on the commentary of the Eminent Shaikh Atiyyah Muhammad Salaam given in Masjid an-Nabawi.
The Walima
The Hadith:

وَعَنْ اِبْنِ عَبَّاسٍ ; { أَنَّ اَلنَّبِيَّ ( أُتِيَ بِقَصْعَةٍ مِنْ ثَرِيدٍ، فَقَالَ : "كُلُوا مِنْ جَوَانِبِهَا, وَلَا تَأْكُلُوا مِنْ وَسَطِهَا, فَإِنَّ اَلْبَرَكَةَ تَنْزِلُ فِي وَسَطِهَا } رَوَاهُ اَلْأَرْبَعَةُ , وَهَذَا لَفْظُ النَّسَائِيِّ , وَسَنَدُهُ صَحِيحٌ  .
Ibn Abbas, the Prophet alayhi salam was brought a dish containing meat and barley, and said, “Eat from its sides and not from the middle, for the blessings descends in the middle of it.”  Narrated by the four.

The Explanation:

We read the hadith about the boy:  mention Allah’s name, eat with your right hand, and eat what is near, and we discussed what this hadith includes of lessons and manners.  The hadith teaches a child who is not responsible from a young age manners.  So an older person who is responsible has more duty to follow them.  
A Sahabi mentioned the Prophet alayhi salam enjoyed melons, so he said he loved melons ever since.  And doctors say that melons and cucumbers and best for the heart.

This hadith, when the Prophet as came to Madina and come to the house of Abu Ayyub, the Ansar brought food to the house of Abu Ayyub, each bringing a dish for the Prophet as.

When the Prophet alayhi salam moved to his house, when the people of Madina wanted to give food to the prophet as, they chose the night of Aisha.

There were two groups, Aisha and Hafsa, and Um Salama and other wives.  The wives asked Umm Salama to ask the Prophet as to ask the people to give gifts on any night wherever he was.  He did not ascede.  Then they asked Fatima, and he said, “Do not harm me regarding Aisha…” and he mentioned her noble traits.  

And they would give a dish to the Prophet alayi salam, Sa’ad ibn Ubadah every day, and if he propsed to a woman, he would say you can have the “Dish of Sa’ad.”

Sa’ad brought a dish of thareed, it is also known as fatteh, bread mixed with fat.

And the hadith:  The noblility of Aisha over the rest of women is like the merit of thareed over the rest of food.


And they mention that thareed is soft and easy to digest, etc.

Thareed sticks to the bowl, like rice today. When they brought it to the Prophet alayhi salam, and sometimes they put meat in it or on top.

When they brought it, he said, “Eat from the sides, not the middle, for the blessing descends in the Middle.”

As in the hadith, eat what is near you.

And a person named Khirbash gave a dish to the Prophet alayi salam, he began seeking out the meat, “O Kirbash, eat what is near to you.”  He forbade from eating the middle.

Eat the sides, it includes eating what is near, as long as the food is one.  What is he seeking others when it is all the same, this is lack of manners.

And the hadith of the boy includes the prohibition of all things that harm ones companions while eating, crowding him, seeking food from what is near him, this is inappropriate.

Except with some close friends, when taking food from them in a joking fashion which they enjoy.

This text includes the previous prohibition, adding prohibiting from the middle.  And the Prophet as named the reason, if you eat from the middle, you take the blessings from the food.

And there are many ahadith about the blessing of food with the Prophet as and Abu Bakr.

And the story of Jaber, and another time the wife send her daughter with a bowl of dates, and she came to the Prophet as, he said, “What do you have young girl.”  She said, “Some dates to give to my father and uncle…” He said, give them to me.  He put them in his hand and they did not even fill his two hand, he placed them in his cloak and made dua, and the dates began flowing out from the cloak.  The Prophet as caller called out to come eat with the Messenger of Allah as and they all ate.

My brothers, if you ponder the miracles of the Prophet as you see how they came in a manner fitting the circumstances, in Khandaq, the Sahaba were suffering from extreme hunger, coldness, and fear, stones on the stomach of the Prophet as, a time of hunger, so the miracle of food increased the Imaan of the Sahaba, and the one who is able to give them food is able to give them victory over their enemies.

In Tabuk, in the desert, there is no water, two man poured what water they have, and the Prophet alayhi salam made dua for it, and a spring gushed forth, and they drank from it the entire time of Tabuk, 20 days.  
In Hudaybia, he said who will give us a path to the haram, the stopped in Hudaybia, and there was no water, just a dried up well.  The Prophet as sent a man with an arrow from his quiver and said plant it in the well, the man did so, and was barely able to save himself from drowning, and they remained upon the well as long as they were in Hudaybiah.

Increase in food, with Abu Bakr, the he did not spend a night, except Prophet alyhi salam came to his house and make mashoora regarding the affairs of the believers.  He had guests, but he became late, the food was served but they did not want to eat until Abu Bakr came.  When he came, they all ate their full but the food remained the way it was as if nothing was eaten.

Like this is narrated from many of the righteous predecessors Allah blessed them in their food.

And the hadith in general, the food of one suffices for two, i.e. with Baraka, and the word Bismillah includes all forms of Baraka.

If there is different types of food, there is no harm to reach over to get the food.

Some people do not take different types of food, whatever is close to them is what they eat.  This is what I have seen from Shaikh Amin Shinqeeti.

The Hadith:
1051 - وَعَنْ أَبِي هُرَيْرَةَ ( قَالَ : { مَا عَابَ رَسُولُ اَللَّهِ ( طَعَامًا قَطُّ , كَانَ إِذَا اِشْتَهَى شَيْئًا أَكَلَهُ , وَإِنْ كَرِهَهُ تَرَكَهُ } مُتَّفَقٌ عَلَيْهِ (1370) .
This is from the highest form of good character of the Prophet as.  Whatever food was given to him.

For example, someone gives you food, and you feel that the amount of salt is excessive, but others may consider it less, or moderate.  If your taste says there is too much salt, do not raise your voice and say, “Oh this has too much salt!”

More or less is relative to your taste, but others may like it, as if you are forcing others to agree with your tastes.

And from the strangest things I have read, it the manners of sacrifice, and keeping in mind the feelings of others, what happened in Khaibar, with the poisoned sheep, the Sahabi said, “By Allah I bit the meat and placed it in my mouth, and knew that it was poisoned,” and I looked at the Messenger of Allah, and I feared that if I spit it out, it would bother the Messenger of Allah, and I knew that Allah would not let him accede to wrong, and finally I swallowed it.

He wanted to spit it out, but he did not want to bother the Prophet as, and so he sacrificed himself.  I do not think there can be any greater sacrifice than this.

Likewise a person, who is given food that does not have enough salt, he can say, give me a little salt.  

Although some expert cooks can place something in the food to absorb the excess salt.  But normally saying ‘this has too much salt’ does not have a cure, but shortage of salt, there is no harm.

This food is sour, many people complain, and find faults in the food, no, the person who gave you food wants to honor you, and they give you the best of what they have, and you say, this is faulty, bitter, salty, can he make a new meal for you?  No.  Will you die if you eat it?  Just leave it and don’t eat it.

There are people of different tastes.  Some people cannot eat without pepper, others cannot tolerate it at all.

And there is another angle, the one presents the food should take into account their tastes.  If he makes the salt less, he can add more to one who likes it.  But if all of it is salty, he cannot reduce it.

Likewise, making the food well done, he should make sure that it is cooked well.  Not leave it, and knife cannot even cut it.

And likewise, there may not be enough food.

This qualities, some people complain, others say:  mashallah, how delicious, how nice, how special, even if it is not exactly true, but flattery, and to make the host happy.  Finding faults in food is as if there is a fault in the host.

Thus from good character, is to pray the food, and use nice words, over his food.

“The Prophet alayhi salam did not complain about food.” 

But cannot a person ever describe a food then?  The ulema say food is of two types.

Food in its original nature, like fruits, there is no role of man in it.

And there is food that man makes, like breads, soups, and the scholars say:  What is from Allah, a person should never mention any fault in it.  Since it is produced by Allah ta’ala.  If a fruit is not ripe, you can leave it, or eat it, but don’t say, “This fruit is not ripe!”
And if it is made by man, you can let him know, “This bread needs this, needs that…” but not as a fault, but as a form of guidance.

And Allah knows best.

 - وَعَنْ جَابِرٍ , عَنْ رَسُولِ اَللَّهِ ( قَالَ : { لَا تَأْكُلُوا بِالشِّمَالِ ; فَإِنَّ اَلشَّيْطَانَ يَأْكُلُ بِالشِّمَالِ } رَوَاهُ مُسْلِمٌ (1371) .
We spoke about this hadith implicitly, “O young boy, mention Allah, and eat with your right” i.e. do not eat with your left.  The author brought this hadith to be more explicit, 

Let us pause on the word “Shaitan eats…”

The Shaitans are a world made from fire, and angels are an existence of light, and humandkind are an existence of water and clay.  The human being must eat, and every animal on the face of the earth must eat and drink.

The Shaitan, must he eat?  We have not seen them.  Yes, we know how he was created, from a smokeless fire, but did he remain in the form?   Human beings are created from water and clay, but is he still clay, or did he change to blood and flesh and bones.  He changed.
The shaitan, when he changed from his essence, from fire.  It is said, that the Prophet alayhi salam established that jinns eat, drink, and marry.

They marry, like human beings.  Jinn eat and drink.  

There is a story about the eating of Jinn, that a group of Jinn came to the Prophet alayhi salam, and they asked food for themselves and for their beasts.

The Prophet as said to them, “All the bones thrown and the name of Allah is mentioned over them, Allah will return the flesh to them as food for you.  And every dropping of animals, will return it to its pasture form, for your animals.

So the shaitan eats, and we mentioned the haidht about a person who ate and did not mention the name of Allah, and he said, “The shaitan was eating with him until he mentioned the name of Allah, and he threw it up.”

The difference, is that we do not see them.  “He sees you, him and his army, from where you cannot see them.”

The Jinn have bodies, and they can take the form of other things, Allah has given them the ability.

The scholars say that if a Jinn changes to a form that is seen, from the unseen form, in a living creature, the qualities of that animal overcome him.   If he took the form of a snake, and you killed him…if you struck a snake, would it die?  

If a Jinn took the form of a snake, and you struck it, and did not say the name of Allah would the Jinn die?  Yes.

Because he has been subject to the rulings of the animal.

In Khandaq, a person asked permission to return home, he was newly wed.

The Prophet as said, “Take your weapon, I fear for you the Yahood.”  The yahood were watching, knowing that the Muslims were busy with the trench, and the women and children were in the forts.

When he got home, he saw his new wife at the door, and was upset, she said, wait, look what is in your bed.  He went in and saw a snake that was across his entire bed.

He struck it with his spear, he carried it out of the house, and his wife said, I do not know which one died faster, did the snake die, or her husband.  It was mentioned to the Prophet alayhi salam, and he said, “These houses have dwellers, and the Jinn migrate to madina like you do, whoever of you sees these snakes in the house, command it 3 times, if it leaves, or else kill it.  But do not command the snake that has two yellow dots on it.  And also the short one. (These snakes, if a preganat women sees them, perhaps would miscarry the child.)
“Your companion stabbed it and did not mention Allah, so his companions took revenge.”

They seek revenge, thus a person, especially in Madina, some say all cities, or especially Madina, since he said you make Hijra there.

What concerns us is that the Jinn eat with the left, and they have stomachs to eat, and they have life, and drink, and shaitan drinks with his left, and for this reason the Prophet as forbade imitating him, since imitating shaitan is forbidden.

The Hadith:

1054 - وَلِأَبِي دَاوُدَ : عَنْ اِبْنِ عَبَّاسٍ نَحْوُهُ , وَزَادَ : { أَوْ يَنْفُخْ فِيهِ } وَصَحَّحَهُ اَلتِّرْمِذِيُّ
The Explanation:
This is from the manners of drinking.  What we heard was the manners of eating, this is the adaab of drinking.  This hadith is from it, and putting the cup on the right, and the types of cups to drink from.

This hadith, “if one of you drinks, let him not breath in it,”  do not drink from the container, and this hadith, is letting the air come from inside to outside, and you have you’re a cup, you put the cup away, and breath.

“Do not breath in the cup” and another narration, “Do not blow in it.”


Another narration, “he sees dirt in it.”  The Prophet said, “Pour it out.”

“Another said, he is not done.”  “Put it away and breath.”

What is the wisdom behind this prohibition.  That comes out from the human being Saliva and air are pure.

Is it haram, or makrooh.

Is it for religious reasons, or medical reasons.

The one’s that hold to this hadith the most are the physicians.  Especially those familiar with contagious diseases.

What they say that illness may be transmitted from the breath to the cup, and it would pass to any other drinkers, especially they mention typhoid, that are contagious, and they place this people in quarantine, so they do not breath on others.

As the Prophet as said regarding the lepor, “If you speak to him, leave a space.”  And he forbade looking for a long time at a lepor.

This matter, which we can ponder over, is contagion.  And the physicians establish this, and the Prophet as reduced the opportunities for it to spread.

At the same time, is contagion possible?  There is the hadith, “There is no contagion…” and the hadith “Flee from the leper like one flees from a lion.” And the hadith that the Prophet as took bay’ah from a lepor who came from Makkah, he said, “Go back, we have taken your bay’ah”.  from a distance, he did not shake his hand.
And Umar say a lepor woman making tawaaf, “O servant of Allah, if you stay in your home and do not harm others.”  She left and did not finish her tawaf, went home.  She stayed there, and did not leave, even when Umar died.

If we understand contagion, from a medical point of view, and take permission from Aqeedah.

Is it not true that a person who has malaria, and the bacteria passes to another, does not the disease spread?  Yes?  How…leave that aside for now.

“There is no contagion.”  Yes, this idea is against the Jahilliya.  That disease could spread with its own volation, that it decides who to afflict, and leave who it wants to afflict.  No contagion on its own.

The camel, Allah afflicts people with sickness, good, and bad.  How many people mix and are not afflicted, and others are not  and get sick.  Some say with yaqeen.  
Breathing, perhaps the sickness spreads, or his immune system is strong and goes to the weak.  Muhammad adil barr, the virus 
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
