These notes are based on the commentary of the Eminent Shaikh Atiyyah Muhammad Salaam given in Masjid an-Nabawi.
The Walima
The Hadith:

The Explanation:

This is from the manners of drinking.  What we heard was the manners of eating, this is the adaab of drinking.  This hadith is from it, and putting the cup on the right, and the types of cups to drink from.

This hadith, “if one of you drinks, let him not breath in it,”  do not drink from the container, and this hadith, is letting the air come from inside to outside, and you have you’re a cup, you put the cup away, and breath.

“Do not breath in the cup” and another narration, “Do not blow in it.”


Another narration, “he sees dirt in it.”  The Prophet said, “Pour it out.”

“Another said, he is not done.”  “Put it away and breath.”

What is the wisdom behind this prohibition.  That comes out from the human being Saliva and air are pure.

Is it haram, or makrooh.

Is it for religious reasons, or medical reasons.

The one’s that hold to this hadith the most are the physicians.  Especially those familiar with contagious diseases.

What they say that illness may be transmitted from the breath to the cup, and it would pass to any other drinkers, especially they mention typhoid, that are contagious, and they place this people in quarantine, so they do not breath on others.

As the Prophet as said regarding the lepor, “If you speak to him, leave a space.”  And he forbade looking for a long time at a lepor.

This matter, which we can ponder over, is contagion.  And the physicians establish this, and the Prophet as reduced the opportunities for it to spread.

At the same time, is contagion possible?  There is the hadith, “There is no contagion…” and the hadith “Flee from the leper like one flees from a lion.” And the hadith that the Prophet as took bay’ah from a lepor who came from Makkah, he said, “Go back, we have taken your bay’ah”.  from a distance, he did not shake his hand.

And Umar say a lepor woman making tawaaf, “O servant of Allah, if you stay in your home and do not harm others.”  She left and did not finish her tawaf, went home.  She stayed there, and did not leave, even when Umar died.

If we understand contagion, from a medical point of view, and take permission from Aqeedah.

Is it not true that a person who has malaria, and the bacteria passes to another, does not the disease spread?  Yes?  How…leave that aside for now.

“There is no contagion.”  Yes, this idea is against the Jahilliya.  That disease could spread with its own volation, that it decides who to afflict, and leave who it wants to afflict.  No contagion on its own. Allah afflicts people with sickness, good, and bad.  
The camel was sick.  He said how did it get affected. The Prophet alayhi salam said, who afflicted the first?  “Allah”.  Allah afflicts people with good and bad, health and sick.  Nothing is except with Allah’s will.

How many people mix and are not afflicted, and others are not  and get sick.  Some say with yaqeen, but the spread of germs is known.

Breathing, perhaps he has a sickness, the sickness spreads, or his immune system is strong and the virus does not appear on him, but it is transmitted and goes to the weak immune system.  

Dr. Muhammad Ali al-barr, there are illnesses that can be inherited from one’s ancesters, but it does not appear.  So there is a difference between a carrier of an illness, and a sick person.

The carrier is not sick, but his immune system is stronger than the virus, so it remains hidden.  If it passed to a person with a weak immune system, but finds an opportunity and seizes.

So the meaning, “La adwaa” is, do germs pass from one person to another?  Yes, but do they show illness, this is the command of Allah, according to the creation of a person, and differs from one person to another.

This is the meaning of “do not breathe in the container”, according to physicians.  As for the fuqaha, they gave it a different meaning.

They said, a person might choke.  There is a automatic system in the throat, that opens and closes the air passages, with us feeling, if water goes down, just like the valves in the heart between the 4 ventricles,

Man, when he breathes, and drinks, the water might go down and cause him to choke.  The water might enter the lungs, and he chokes, and spits up the water, which enters the container and makes the water filthy for others.  He ruins it for others who want to drink afterwards.
So the lesson, some said that it is forbidden from a medical standpoint of contagious disease, and the ulema understood it to be for the purpose of good akhlaq, so that one does not ruin the water for the next.  This is what it means, “do not breathe in the container.”

Also, another issue is if the cup has a crack, with it is glass, or porcelain, or wooden, and the edge is broken.  It is not allowed to drink from the glass that has this crack.


Because normally, the edge is soft and does not have pockets that contain viruses.  Also, it should not be sharp and injure the mouth.  As for the cracks, it would be sharp and have pockets that could contain germs and injure the mouth.

Also, of the cup has edge of gold or silver, one should not place his mouth on the place that is plated with gold or silver.  

Also, from the adab of drinking in a group, the cup is given to the amir of the jama’ah, he should drink it and give it to the one on the right.

It is narrated that the Prophet alayi salam was given a cup, and on his left was Abu Bakr, and on his right, Ibn Abbas, and child.  The Prophet alayhi salam said, “Do you give me permission to give the cup to the Shaikh?”  Ibn Abbas said, “By Allah, I do not give allow anyone do drink after you ever, O Messenger of Allah.”  So the Prophet alayhi salam gave him the cup.

And another occasion, a Bedouin was on the right of the Prophet alayi salam, and Umar was on his left.  Umar said, “Give it to Abu Bakr, O Messenger of Allah.”  The Prophet as said, “By Allah I will give it to the Bedoiun.”

This is from the Adaab, to pass the cup to the right.
Also, it is forbidden to drink from cups of gold and silver, “Whoever drinks from utensils of gold or silver, they have swallowed fire into their bellies.”
