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Fiqh of Taharah:  Class Thirty-Nine
الحمد لله و الصلاة و السلام على رسول الله و بعد:
These classes are based upon the commentary of the eminent Shaikh Atiyya Muhammad Saalam, given in Masjid an-Nabawi, in Madinah al-Munawwrah.  

بَابُ نَوَاقِضِ 
The Hadith:

وَعَنْ عَائِشَةَ رَضِيَ اَللَّهُ عَنْهَا قَالَتْ: { جَاءَتْ فَاطِمَةُ بِنْتُ أَبِي حُبَيْشٍ إِلَى اَلنَّبِيِّ ( فَقَالَتْ: يَا رَسُولَ اَللَّهِ! إِنِّي اِمْرَأَةٌ أُسْتَحَاضُ فَلَا أَطْهُرُ, أَفَأَدَعُ اَلصَّلَاةَ? قَالَ: "لَا. إِنَّمَا ذَلِكَ عِرْقٌ, وَلَيْسَ بِحَيْضٍ, فَإِذَا أَقْبَلَتْ حَيْضَتُكِ فَدَعِي اَلصَّلَاةَ, وَإِذَا أَدْبَرَتْ فَاغْسِلِي عَنْكِ اَلدَّمَ, ثُمَّ صَلِّي } مُتَّفَقٌ عَلَيْه ِ (85) .

وَلِلْبُخَارِيِّ: { ثُمَّ تَوَضَّئِي لِكُلِّ صَلَاةٍ }
Narrated ‘Aisha:  Fatima bint Abu Hubaish came to the Prophet alayhi as salam and said,  “O Messenger of Allah, I am a woman whose blood keeps flowing (even after the menstruation).  I am never purified.  Should I therefore abandon prayer?”  

He replied, “No, for that is only (blood from) a vein, and it is not menstruation.  So, when the menses come, abstain from prayer, and when it ends, wash the blood from your self and pray.”

And Bukhari adds:  “Then perform ablution for every prayer.”
The Explanation:

The Mother of the Believers Aisha, narrates that Fatima bint Abi Hubaysh,  and her sister Humna, and a third, they would have irregular bleeding (istihaadah).
Istihaadah as the Prophet alayhi as salam explained, is when a women is confused about her menses.  

The blood that comes out from women, as it is said, can either be:  The blood of menses, or the blood of post-partum bleeding, or the irregular bleeding.

The blood of menses, as it was mentioned by the Prophet alayhi salam in a hadith which will come in the Chapter on Menses, but the hadith is mentioned here since the Prophet told her to “perform wudu and pray.”

The Prophet alayhi as salam stated:  The blood of menses is dark and well known, or has a distinct smell.

The cause of menses is do to the cycle of the womb, and the womb has two cycles, one that is monthly, and one that is yearly.

The cause of the monthly cycle is well known, and the details are forthcoming, Insha Allah in the Chapter of Hayd.

And the yearly cycle is the post-partum bleeding (Nifaas).

It is possible for a woman to have Nifaas without bleeding.  

If the menses come, and bleeding continues after the end of the menses, this bleeding that is in addition to the blood of menses is  called Istihaadah, or irregular bleeding.

How does a woman know the difference between the blood of Hayd and the blood of Istihaadah (irregular continuous bleeding)?

The explanation of that will come in the Chapter of Menses, and instead of starting it now and leaving out the details, and we shall leave it till then, by Allah’s help.

When she said, “I have irregular bleeding,” she recognized that she was not having menses.

But she thought the continuation of irregular bleeding made her impure, so she asked:

“Should I leave the Salah in this case?  I bleed continuously and do not become pure?”

The blood does not stop.   Should I stop praying because of the blood?

The Prophet alayhi as salam said, “No, that is a vein.”  It has no relationship with purity or impurity.

For this reason, we find the Qur’an al Karim, in its is eloquence in choice of language, Allah says, “Hataa yathurn, fa idha tataharna…”

The purification of the stopping of the blood (yathurn) is not in her control, but the ghusl after that (tatahrn) is.

The word yathurn has one taa, which means the stopping of blood.  The next word, tataharn, has two taa’s, an extra letter indicates that addition of washing and rubbing, and so on.

In this hadith, the Prophet alayhi as salam guided the sahabiyah:  If the menses come, then leave the salaah.  And if the menses stop, then wash away the remaining blood, the menstrual blood, and wash, and pray, and in another narration:  make wudu for every salaah.  These various expressions are found.
The Jumhoor say:  if the menses begin, then what to do is known, stop praying.  But if the menses stop, how does she know it stopped, while the blood is still continuing to come out.

They say the Prophet alayhi as salam guided her to a number of ways, which we will summarize so that we can get done with them:

1.)  If the blood is different, because the blood of menses is known, black and dark, while the blood of the vein is pure red.

2.)  Or if the blood of the menses is red and there is no distinction in color, then she has to figure out when her normal cycle was before she started having the istihaadah.  So she has to keep account of what took place before her istihaadah.

How long did you have periods before?  4 or 5 days?  Then do not pray 4 or 5 days.

Is there irregular bleeding more than what you were used to?  Wash away the blood and pray, because whatever is beyond the normal range is ishtihaadah (irregular).

If she forgot how her menses used to be, or this is the first time and she does not know what her cycle is like?

She should count the number of days a normal woman in her area has a period, 6 or 7 days.

Then she should wash the blood, and pray.

And the Fuqaha, in order to make the matter easy, mentioned that menses have a minimum amount of time, and a maximum.
As for the period of purity, it has its minimum time, but no maximum.

The Fuqaha say, if she saw blood for at least the minimum period of hayd, up to the maximum period, this is considered hayd.
If it was beyond the maximum period of menses, then she should wash the bleeding and pray.  

Then, what is the minimum period of Hayd, and the Maximum?

We find in the school of Abu Hanifa that the minimum period of Hayd is 3 days.  If she sees blood for only one day, she says, “no, this is false bleeding.”  2 days?  “No.”

If it is three days, than yes, this is menstruation.

And we find that Shafii, and Ahmad, the minimum period for bleeding is one day and night.

If a woman saw blood for one full day and night, this is sufficient, she cannot pray or fast.

If she saw blood for less than one day and night, we tell her:  This is false blood.
Because it has not completed the minimum amount.

According to Imam Malik, he has an amazing opinion.

He said, when it comes to acts of worship, such as prayer and fasting, the minimum period is as little as a moment.

But when counting the waiting period (Iddah) he says, one day and night.

The meaning is:  If a woman saw blood in the day in Ramadan, even for 5 minutes, and then it went away before Maghrib comes, her fasting is cancelled out.

And if she saw blood before Maghrib, then it went away just after Fajr, then she does not have to pray Maghrib and Isha, even though it was less than a day and night.

He considered the minimum period for menses to be simply one moment, when it comes to acts of worship.

But when it comes to divorce, the waiting period is 3 menstrual cycles, and the menses will not count unless it was at least one day and night.

And based on this, according to the minimum amount of time for the Hayd, whoever sees blood for less than this time period, it is considered false blood.

And if she saw it for the minimum period, then it is Hayd and she must leave the prayer and fasting.

So now we know what the minimum time periods are for the Hayd.

But how long should she abandon fasting and prayer?

They say the maximum period, according to the Imams, is 15 days.
And based on this, if the bleeding continues for more than 15 days, it is said to her:  Whatever is beyond 15 days is Istihaadah, or irregular bleeding.

When the fifteen day limit is passed, she should make Ghusl and begin praying and fasting.

And as we mentioned, there will be further discussion of this topic related to Hayd and Istihaadah.

But what concerns us is that the Prophet alayhi as salam taught that the blood that continues outside the normal menstrual period, that she has no control over, is considered a  nullifier of wudu, and he commanded her to perform wudu for every prayer.
And in some narrations, it says, make wudu for every prayer, and then pray.

In some narrations, it states that she should join prayers, and shower for each prayer time.

We shall discuss further details at the appropriate places.

Thus, whatever comes out from either of the passages without control, such as continuous irregular bleeding, or urinary incontinence, from a man or woman, or the continuity of flatulence, then he should perform a new wudu for each prayer.
If something comes out after that, and it is not by his control, after the time period has elapsed, then his wudu has been nullified, and he must make a new wudu.

The Hadith:

وَعَنْ عَلِيِّ بْنِ أَبِي طَالِبٍ ( قَالَ: { كُنْتُ رَجُلاً مَذَّاءً, فَأَمَرْتُ اَلْمِقْدَادَ بْنَ اَلْأَسْوَدِ أَنْ يَسْأَلَ اَلنَّبِيَّ ( فَسَأَلَهُ ? فَقَالَ: "فِيهِ اَلْوُضُوءُ } مُتَّفَقٌ عَلَيْهِ, وَاللَّفْظُ لِلْبُخَارِيّ
Narrated Ali bin Abi Talib:  I was one whose Madhi (urethral discharge that oozes out involuntarily) flowed readily.   Hence, I asked Miqdad to ask the Prophet alayhi as salam about it.  The Prophet alayhi salam said:  “One should perform wudu.” [Agreed Upon, and the Wording is Bukhari’s]

The Explanation:

The Author says:  Ali narrated:  I was a man whose madhy flowed readily, so I asked Miqdad to ask the Prophet alayhi asalam.  In a narration, I asked Bilal.  And in a narration, Miqdad asked.
And in a narration:  I used to shower in winter and the skin on my back cracked.

And in a narration:  I asked Miqdad, because of the postion of the Prophet’s daughter.

So he said, it requires wudu.  And in a narration, “Wash your private part.”  And “Wash your penis.”  And “Wash your penis and testicles.”

Here the scholars agree, without dispute that
