Fiqh of Taharah:  Class Forty
الحمد لله و الصلاة و السلام على رسول الله و بعد:
These classes are based upon the commentary of the eminent Shaikh Atiyya Muhammad Saalam, given in Masjid an-Nabawi, in Madinah al-Munawwrah.  

بَابُ نَوَاقِضِ 
We spoke last time about the Istihaadah, and that it is from the things that break the wudu, but do not prevent prayer and fasting.

The Hadith:

وَعَنْ عَلِيِّ بْنِ أَبِي طَالِبٍ ( قَالَ: { كُنْتُ رَجُلاً مَذَّاءً, فَأَمَرْتُ اَلْمِقْدَادَ بْنَ اَلْأَسْوَدِ أَنْ يَسْأَلَ اَلنَّبِيَّ ( فَسَأَلَهُ ? فَقَالَ: "فِيهِ اَلْوُضُوءُ } مُتَّفَقٌ عَلَيْهِ, وَاللَّفْظُ لِلْبُخَارِيّ
Narrated Ali bin Abi Talib:  I was one whose Madhi (urethral discharge that oozes out involuntarily) flowed readily.   Hence, I asked Miqdad to ask the Prophet alayhi as salam about it.  The Prophet alayhi salam said:  “One should perform wudu.” [Agreed Upon, and the Wording is Bukhari’s]

The Explanation:

The Author says:  Ali narrated:  I was a man whose madhy flowed readily, so I asked Miqdad to ask the Prophet alayhi asalam.  In another narration, I asked Bilal.  And in a narration, without mentioning Ali, Miqdad asked the Prophet alayhi as salam.
And in a narration:  “My Madhy flowed readily, so I used to shower in winter and the skin on my back cracked.  And I was shy to ask the Messenger of Allah, because of the postion of the Prophet’s daughter with me (my wife).”
So he asked and said, “it requires wudu.”  And in a narration, “Make wudu and rinse your private part.”  And in some narrations “Wash your penis and testicles.”

Here the scholars agree, without dispute that Madhy requires wudu, and that it coming out breaks the wudu, just like urine.
But what is Madhy?  
Madhy is from the fluids that come from a man, other than urine.

These fluids other than urine are:

And likewise in women.  But women also have another type of water which comes out before child birth called al-Haad (the indicator, i.e. of child birth).

The scholars agree that Madhiyu (preseminal fluid) is related to Maniyya (semen), but it is not complete and does not come out in a gush.

It comes out without a gush, as the other things, and it is only found in youth who are in good health.

The cause of it is either because of being busy with thoughts, or by looking, or sexual actions or precursors.  
Things less than skin contact, or contact but did not result in the ejaculation of sperm.

And the scholars say:  Madhiyyu is the precursor to Maniyyu, that did not ripen, so it does not come out in a gush.  It is sticky.

As we mentioned it is found aplenty in youth, due to the sexual drive and sexual stimulants of any type that are present.

The scholars agree that al-Madhiyyu is Najass like urine and must be washed away, and that it nullifies the wudu and one must make wudu from it.

The difference is around the wording that are mentioned alongside the wudu:  rinse the private part.

Rinse could mean washing.

Some narrations mention washing the penis and testicles.

Some ulema say that washing is the place of excretion of the madhiyyu, just like the rinsing of the urine.

Others say no.  It must be the entire penis.  And the testicles with the penis.

The scholars who say this explain:  The command for washing is related to a state of health in the human being.

Because as we mentioned, the pathway of Madhiyyu is the same as al-Maniyyu, except that it did not mature and come out in the same way.

And the most relevant part of the excretion of Madhiyyu is those parts, the penis and testicles.

There could be a stimulant that required the expulsion of sperm, but there was something that prevented the exiting of the sperm, and he relaxed, and the sperm could not exit, and it remained as Madhiyyu.
These organs, if they are left, remain engaged, and if they are left that way, there might be an infection.

Just as in many youth, they have a sexual dream, and they wake up before the ejaculation of sperm, so due to this it results in an infection, due to the incomplete exiting of this water from its place.

They said, in washing the penis and testicles in this place, it prevents infections and harms to the health due to the inability of the sperm to gather and exit.

Thus the washing here is not related to the breaking the wudu, but it is related to the health of the person.

Others say that washing of this area is a matter of worship, and can be done before or after wudu, as long as there is a barrier between the hand and the private part.

But there is no need for this explanation.

He can simply wash that place, and then make wudu like he normally does for Salah.

Thus:  Madhiyyu is a fluid that breaks the Wudu, but one does not have to make ghusl, and its ruling is that of urine, in that it is required to wash it.

As for al-Wadiyyu, it is a white thin fluid that usually comes out after holding back after finishing urination.  

And perhaps the reason for that is the pressure on the urethra when the man withholds the urine, so there is some type of excretion like this fluid, and its ruling is like the Madhiyyu, except there is no command to wash the testicles, because it does not have any relationship with the testicles.
It only comes out when a person stops the urination, before this time or after it.  This fluid has the ruling of urine, it must be washed from the robe, and cleansed from the private part, it breaks the wudu, and one must make wudu because of it.
