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Fiqh of Taharah:  Class Fifty-Two
الحمد لله و الصلاة و السلام على رسول الله و بعد:
These classes are based upon the commentary of the eminent Shaikh Atiyya Muhammad Saalam, given in Masjid an-Nabawi, in Madinah al-Munawwrah.  

The Hadith:
وَعَنْهُ قَالَ: { كَانَ رَسُولُ اَللَّهِ ( إِذَا دَخَلَ اَلْخَلَاءَ قَالَ: "اَللَّهُمَّ إِنِّي أَعُوذُ بِكَ مِنْ اَلْخُبُثِ وَالْخَبَائِثِ" } أَخْرَجَهُ اَلسَّبْعَة ُ  .
Narrated Anas:  The Prophet alayhi salam, on entering the restroom, used to say:  “I seek refuge in you from the male and female devils (or offensive and wicked things.)” [Reported by the Seven]
The Explanation:

This is another Adab for entering the restroom.  Just as we keep and honor anything that has the mention of Allah away from these places, since we only enter them out of necessity.  We only go there out of need, and if not for it, we would not go there.

If the Prophet alayhi salam  “entered” i.e. intended to enter, “the restroom, he would say, O Allah, I seek refuge in you from the Khubth, or Khubuth”.

Khubth are physical impurities, and Khubuth are rebellious devils (jinns).

Khubuth are the male devils, and khabaaith are the females.

He said, “Allahuma,” the scholars say the meem at the end is in place of Yaa, the origin is Yaa Allah.

Allahuma means, yaa Allah.
I seek refuge, “means seeking Allah’s protection” from these evil jinns, males and females.

And no one can protect one from these evil Jinns except Allah.

Shaikh Amin Shinqeeti stated, “Allah has taught us how to protect ourselves from the enemies of mankind and Jinn, in the verse:  “Wa la tastawil hassanatu was sayiiaah, (if the enemy comes to you), idfaa’ bil lati hiya ahsana, repel with that which is better, fa idha ladhee bainaka wa baynahu ‘adawaa, ka’nnahu walee’un hameem.”

If you want to protect yourself from the enmity of a person, respond to his harshness with kindness.

It was said to, don’t know if I should name him, Shakespeare, “We see that you like to flatter your enemies.  Is this out of weakness on your part?”

He said, “No, do you see when I flatter them, that I am protected from their evil?”

They said, “Yes.”  

He said, “This is good.  Instead of fighting them, and opposing them, I free myself from them through flattery.”

And the Qur’an says, “Good (from you) and evil (from your enemy) are not the same.  Repel (their evil) with goodness (from you), and the one who was your enemy will become your close companion.”
But not everyone can do this, “Wa ma Yulaqqaaaha illa aladheena sabaroo, wa ma yulaqqaha illa dhu hadhin adheem.”

This is the part of the Ayah that teaches us how to avoid evil from other people.  

Then the next part of the Ayah teaches us how to avoid evil from the Jinns.

“Wa imma yanzaghannak mina shaitani nazghun fasti’dh billah.”

Seek refuge and safety from the enemies of the Jinn, not through doing good to them and flattery, nor acting with them like humans, 

There is no fleeing or escaping from his traps and tricks, nor safety from his plots, except seeking refuge in Allah, since He is More Powerful over Him, and knows more about his state.

Allahuma innee audhubika min…
Al khubuthi wal khabaaith…

Male and female rebellious jinns.

This means that the Shayateen have males and females, and they have marriage.

And they reproduce and increase, as the narrations indicate.

Why do we say this when we enter the restroom, but not on bed, or wearing clothes, or food.

The reason is that the restrooms are the homes of those evil Jinns.

As for the righteous ones from them, well those that are not rebellious, they do not stay in the restrooms, near the filth, but they prefer to stay in abandoned homes, or in empty or filled wells, 
And from the interesting things I have heard from a contemporary colleague, that he was getting ready for Eid, women cleaning the house, men shopping, and they were getting water from a well, and he heard a voice, saying:  Its almost Fajr, isn’t time for you all to get some rest.

The non-rebellious Jinns stay away from the places of filth, 

The Prophet alayhi salam said regarding Madina, “Indeed the believing Jinns make Hijra to it, just as you do.”

It was mentioned about this during Khandaq, when a Sahabi returned to get his weapons, and found his wife outside, unveiled.  He said, what is wrong, she said, wait, go look on your bed.  He went inside, and found a snake across his bed, he stabbed it with his spear, and did not say Bismillah.
The wife said, “I do not know who died first, the man or the snake.”

This was mentioned to the Prophet alayhi salam, and he said, “That was from the Jinn, he killed one of their companions and did not say Bismillah, so they took revenge and killed him.  If you see one of these snakes in the house, command her to leave 3 times, and if you still see it, kill it.”

The Jinns come to the Madina, and masjids, but Allah says, “Innahu yarakum, huwa wa qabeeluhu min haythu la tarawnahum.”

Shaikh Ibn Salih informed me, that once he was home around Duha time, and a group entered his home without saying salam.  He said, “Who are you?”  They said, “We are your students, attending your halaqas of Fiqh without your permission, so we wanted to ask your permission.”

He said, “Fine, as long as you do not show yourselves to my students.  Perhaps they will bother you or you will bother them.”  They said, yes.

In this hadith, the Prophet alayhi salam is clarifying that the evil Jinns live in the bathrooms, and likewise, the evil actions of magicians and evildoers are not done except in those places.

They could never do those actions near a clean river, or field, only in those places where the male and female jinns remain, and they help them to do evil.  Allah knows best.
Thus when a person wants to enter the restroom, he should take from these manners of the noble Prophet, and seek refuge from the Khubuth and Khabaaith.

The Hadith:

وَعَنْهُ قَالَ: { كَانَ رَسُولُ اَللَّهِ ( يَدْخُلُ اَلْخَلَاءَ, فَأَحْمِلُ أَنَا وَغُلَامٌ نَحْوِي إِدَاوَةً مِنْ مَاءٍ وَعَنَزَةً, فَيَسْتَنْجِي بِالْمَاءِ } مُتَّفَقٌ عَلَيْه ِ 
Narrated Anas:  Whenever Allah’s Messenger went to the Khalaa’ (to answer the call of nature), I and a small boy used to carry a waterskin and a spear, and he would cleanse with the water.”[Agreed upon]

The Explanation:

Anas narrates this hadith also, from the Prophet alayhi salam, I and a boy carried water and a spear.

The mention of the spear indicates that this was an outdoor rest area.

The use of the spear could be to lean on, or place ones clothing on, and then it would act as a curtain from the eyes of the people.

A spear is a very strong piece of wood, with a sharp piece of iron on the end.  The Arabs would carry them along on trips.

If a person wanted to urinate, and the earth was hard, he would dig the earth to make it soft, so when he urinated, the urine would not splash on him, and the droplets bounce back upon him.

If the earth was soft or pebbles, it would absorb the urine, unlike the hard ground that would splash back on the person.

The spears had many uses, as Musa said:  ‘ahushu biha ‘ala ghanami, wa liya fee ha ma’ribu ukhraa.’

In the history of the spear of the Prophet alayhi salam, Zubair was with the Muslims in Badr, and there was a man named Abu Dhat al Qabsh with the Mushrikeen.  He wore armor from head to toe, except a space for one eye, and Zubair aimed his spear and struck him right in the eye.  He retrieved his spear with difficulty, but not without breaking it, and when the Prophet alayhi salam heard of it, he asked for it.
The Prophet alayhi salam would keep it with him while travelling, and use it for sutra in Salah.

And he would use it to place his shoulder cloth while answering the call of nature to curtain him from view.

When the Prophet alayhi salam passed away, Abu Bakr took that spear.  When he passed away, Umar had it.  When Umar passed away, the original owner Zubair took it back.  

“When the Prophet entered the Khala” the field without trees, or the bathroom in the home.

Ibn Abbas placed water by the door of the restroom when the Prophet alayhi salam used it.  When he came out, he said, who placed this water here?

Ibn Abbas said, I did, I knew you would need it.  The Prophet alayhi salam said, “May Allah give him Fiqh in the religion.”

He realized that using the restroom required water, without asking for it.

If the Prophet alayhi salam was in an open space, he would go far away, so people could not see him.


One of his miracles was when he did not have anything to cover with, there were two trees far apart, he called upon them, and they uprooted and covered him, until he finished, and he pointed to them, and they returned to their places.

This took place on another occasion when the Prophet alayhi salam met Rukana near Makkah.  Rukana was known for his wrestling skills, and always won.  The Prophet alayhi salam said, isn’t time for you to accept Islam?  If I beat you in wrestling, will you accept Islam?
He said, O Muhammad, will you wrestle me?

The Prophet alayhi salam said yes, I will wrestle you, 

Rukana said, if you win I will give you a sheep.

He wrestled, and the Prophet alayhi salam beat him.

Rukana said:  No one has ever thrown me to the ground.

We mentioned, the Prophet alayhi salam had the strength of 40 men.  People hid behind him in battle.  

He said, can you do it again, and I’ll give you another sheep.

The Prophet alayhi salam beat him again.

He said, a third time?

The Prophet beat him again.

Rukana said, what will I tell my family about the 3 sheep?  If one ran away, and a wolf ate another, what will I say about the third?

The Prophet alayi salam said:  By Allah, I will not join two losses upon you, being beaten, and giving up sheep.  Are you surprised by that?

Yes.

Don’t be, look at those two trees.  The Prophet alayi salam said, “Come to me.”

They came and stood in front of the Prophet alayhi salam.  Then he said, “Go back to your places.”  They went back.

Rukana accepted Islam.

What concerns us is that the Prophet alayhi salam would cover, out of his nobility, and for the protection of people.

It is said that if anyone saw him, they would lose their sight.  This is what is said, but Allah knows the reality
And Aisha says, I did not see from him, nor him from me.  This was the high character and Akhlaaq that he had.  Two spouses washed together, and in the marital bed, but keep this high akhlaq, this is perfection in the manners of spousal relations.

If he entered the rest area, he would call for the water.  He cleansed with the dry stone, then with water.
This hadith shows the preference of rinsing with water, and it is the basis.  But we shall see the narrations regarding using stone.  And the narration of the people of Quba, whom Allah praised, and the Prophet alayhi salam asked them, “Allah has praised you, what do you do?”

In this hadith, we see that the Prophet alayhi salam used water for Istinja, which is removing Najwi, the remaining impurities after the use of dry stones, no matter how many stones are used, there will be always traces.

The Fuqaha agree that what remains in that place after istijmar is forgiven, but if that impurity were in any other place, such as the hand, or leg, the salah would not be valid with it, and it would have to be washed, since it is not in its place, and Allah knows best.
