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Fiqh of Taharah:  Class Fifty
الحمد لله و الصلاة و السلام على رسول الله و بعد:
These classes are based upon the commentary of the eminent Shaikh Atiyya Muhammad Saalam, given in Masjid an-Nabawi, in Madinah al-Munawwrah.  

The Hadith:
وَعَنْ مُعَاوِيَةَ ( قَالَ: قَالَ رَسُولُ اَللَّهِ ( { الْعَيْنُ وِكَاءُ السَّهِ, فَإِذَا نَامَتْ اَلْعَيْنَانِ اِسْتَطْلَقَ اَلْوِكَاءُ } رَوَاهُ أَحْمَدُ, وَالطَّبَرَانِيُّ وَزَادَ { وَمَنْ نَامَ فَلْيَتَوَضَّأْ }

وَهَذِهِ اَلزِّيَادَةُ فِي هَذَا اَلْحَدِيثِ عِنْدَ أَبِي دَاوُدَ مِنْ حَدِيثِ عَلِيٍّ دُونَ قَوْلِهِ: { اِسْتَطْلَقَ اَلْوِكَاءُ }
Narrated Muawiya:  Allah’s Messenger said, “The eye (when awake) is the tie string of the anus (to stop air from escaping), and if the two eyes sleep, the string is untied.”  Reported by Ahmad and Tabarani, who added, “Whoever sleeps must perform ablution.”
Ibn Abbas narrated in a Marfu’ hadith that, “Ablution is necessary for the one who sleep lying down.” Reported by Abu Dawud

The Explanation:
The Author has presented to us the narrations relating to the breaking of wudu due to sleep.

And the Companions of the Prophet alayhi salam used to sit waiting for Isha until their heads nodded off, and we spoke previously on the study of sleep, and is sleep a nullifier of wudu, or is it a probable cause of wudu being nullified?
We mentioned this hadith of Muawiya, ‘The eyes are the tie string of the rear passage,” and it would have been better for the Author to place this hadith there (regarding breaking of wudu by sleep) or placing that hadith here.

And it was mentioned that the Jumhoor said:  Sleep is a likely cause of breaking wudu.

And what type of sleep breaks wudu?  Sleep laying down, sleep sitting, sleeping in Salat, light Sleep, heavy sleep, what is the difference between light and heavy sleep, if he saw dreams, if he loses sight of who is  around him, if he had something in his hand that falls, ie. He loses feeling of what is in his hand, all of these, and we mentioned there that the rule of thumb is:

The establishment of what is tied to actual sleep.

And the scholars agree, that losing mind for any reason, other than sleep, nullifies wudu.

If a person falls unconscious, is under general anesthesia, if a person may Allah save us, becomes drunk, if the mind is lost (unconsciousness), by any matter, legal or illegal, in sickness or health, then the wudu is lost by this unconsciousness, since during this time it is known that something may happen (passing of gas) and he does not feel it.

And he must make wudu.

And here, likewise, if one knows for sure that he has slept.

And this hadith indicates that sleep is a probable cause of breaking wudu, since he alayhi salam mentioned that:
The likeness of the stomach is a waterskin, filled with water, and it is tied with a string.

If the water skin is tied, the water will not come out, even if it is dropped on the earth.  

But if this skin becomes untied, the string is opened or cut, whatever is inside comes out.

And likewise, the Prophet alayi salam drew this analogy, and this is from the eloquence of the Prophet alayi salam

That the eyes are a tie string for the anus, and the wind passes from the anus, so if the eyes are awake, the string is tied and nothing comes out, but if the eyes sleep, and the muscles relax, the opening of the container is also opened, and something might come out and he does not notice, since he is asleep.

Based on this foundational hadith, Imam Shafii says:  Whoever goes into a deep sleep but his rear is firmly on the ground, or pressed against his leg, and he is sure that the air cannot escape, then sleep will not nullify the Wudu.

Because if the tie string of the eyes are untied, there is another tie.

“The eyes are the tie strings of the anus.”

This is other than the Prophets, since it is mentioned that he sleep, then woke up and made wudu, prayed salah and witr, then slept again, and snored, then he woke up and prayed Fajr without making wudu.

Aisha said, ‘Do you pray and you had slept and did not make wudu.”

He said, “O Aisha, my eyes sleep, but my heart does not sleep,”

If the eyes close, heart is there to keep the waterskin tied.

As long as the heart is conscious and awake, and not asleep.
And sometimes the Prophet alayhi salam slept and then performed Wudu.

And in some narrations, the Prophet alayhi salam said, “This is the way of the Prophets.”

And this is also proof that the dreams of Prophets are revelation (Wahy).

And Ibrahim said to Ismael, I see in my dream that I slaughter you.  

He said, “O my father, do what you are Commanded.”

He did not say, ‘do what you see in your dream.’  Ismael considered what his father saw in his dream a Command from Allah.

For this reason, when the Shaitan came to Ibrahim and said, wait, don’t do it, what until you get revelation in the daytime, while you are awake.  

Ibrahim took stones and threw them at the Shaitan.  He said, “Get away Shaitan, it is a command from Allah!”

And this is why we throw stones at the Jamaraat.

Ibrahim and Ismael both considered the dream Wahy from Allah.

This is the dreams of the Prophets.

And for us, we have something a little less than this.  

The Prophet alayhi salam used to worship in ghar Hira for 6 months, and he would have dreams that would come true in the daytime like the morning sunrise, ie. If he say that five men would come to him, 5 would come, not 4 or 6.

Thus, the Prophet alayhi salam said, “The righteous dream that a righteous person sees, or is interpreted for him, is 1/46 of Prophethood.

They say this is an exact mathematical calculation, not 48th or 20th, because the ratio of the time of the Prophet alayhi salam received Wahy compared to the time he worshiped in the cave is exactly 1/48, and during the six months there he saw dreams that came true like the bright morning light.
13 in Makkah, 10 in Madina, and ½ year in Ghar Hira.  ½ divided by 23 is 1/48th.

And for this reason, the Prophet alayhi salam after to Fajr sometimes used to ask, which of you has seen a dream and thinks good of it, and the Sahaba would narrate it to him.

Based on this, if the “eyes sleep, the waterskin is opened”

This hadith indicates that deep sleep nullifies the wudu, since it is a likely cause that something could happen and he does not feel it (passing wind).

The Hadith:

وَعَنْ أَنَسِ]بْنِ مَالِكٍ] ( { أَنَّ اَلنَّبِيَّ ( اِحْتَجَمَ وَصَلَّى, وَلَمْ يَتَوَضَّأْ } أَخْرَجَهُ اَلدَّارَقُطْنِيُّ, وَلَيَّنَه ُ
Anas bin Malik narrated that:  The Prophet alayhi salam had blood extracted from his body and he offered prayer and he did not perform a new Wudu.

Narrated by Daraqutni.

The Explanation:

We spoke earlier about the Hadith that:  “Whoever vomited, or had reflux, or Madhy, or nosebleed, then he must perform Wudu.”
And nosebleed is the exiting of blood from other than the 2 private parts.
We know that anything exiting the two private parts, even blood, nullifies the Wudu, like the hadith about the woman with Istihaadah.

It was the first hadith in this chapter.  This blood breaks the wudu since it comes from one of the two private parts.

And in this hadith, the Prophet alayhi salam had cupping, which is blood exiting from other than the two private parts.

Cupping is of two types, wet cupping, and dry cupping.


Dry cupping is removing air.  It is done on patients who have rheumatism or arthritis, and they bring a large cup, and a candle, and the cup is placed on the area where the pain is, and the candle flame is put out, while the cup is pressed against the skin, and the nature of the flame when put out is to use up all the oxygen within the cup, and the air contracts, and the air within the body is removed, and if there was air, moisture, or cold inside the body, it would be removed by the absence of oxygen and the vacuum.

The cupping that is wet is when there is extra blood in the body, or stale blood, and it has specialists that do it and remove it through the skin, by cutting the skin less than a millimeter, and then the cup is placed and a vacume removes the extra blood.

And there is a type that cuts an artery, and it is culled fasd.

Hijama and fusd were well known amongst the arabs, or medicinal treatment, and they would practice fasd for food, go to a bull or camel, and cut an artery, collect it in a cup, dry it in sand, and eat it!
Or take a slaughtered animal, and pour the blood inside a container until in hardened and eat it, and Islam came and forbade blood.

Hijaama is a type of medicinal treatment, and Ibn Qayyim mentioned all the texts that mentioned treatment throught Hijama, and the Prophet alayhi salam said, if medicine reaches the sickness, Himama would reach it.

And he said, “Do Hijama, blood will not destroy you.”

And they study when is Hijama forbidden, the days of Beed, (when the tide is hight) or before the 17 years, or over 60.  This is what scholars say, and doctors today do not do blood donations less then 17, or over 60.

And a person is not given blood more than once every 6 months, or more than 500 grams of blood at once.

And Allah knows best.
